Instruction
Say, Can someone tell me how they have used the five-
step decision-making process?

Say, Now that you have practiced using the decision-
making process, let’s apply it to decisions you might 
make as an adult, for example giving your permission.

Pass out Focus on Post-Secondary Training and turn to 
pg.

Students should work in pairs or small groups to read pgs. 
84–89. When they finish reading the first section, they 
should answer the questions on pg. 82.

When all the groups have finished reading and answer the 
questions, work as a group to review the information and 
their answers about informed consent.

Set goals 
and the steps to achieve these goals for school, work, 
and living.

Informed Consent
To give consent means giving someone permission to do something. Informed 
means you know what’s going on. Informed consent means you gave your 
permission. At the end of your transition meeting, you will be asked to sign your 
name and give your “Informed Consent.” By signing your name, this means that you 
are saying: 

1. You were involved in the planning process.
2. You will work to make the plan happen.
3. You are giving the school permission to do these things.

Is all that true? Ask your teacher to get a copy of your most recent 
Transition Plan or IEP. Did you sign it? Maybe you did and maybe 
you did not. But at some point, you are going to be asked to sign 
your Transition Plan or IEP and give your informed consent.
